	You will write the quiz immediately upon the next day of your return

	Test
	Missing a Test is a serious matter. The teacher should be informed as soon as possible and consulted the morning of your return to school. This action, on your part, is very important as it shows initiative and maturity in handling missed work. For a legitimate absence for a test, an emailed parental note explaining why you missed the test must be made. You will then be permitted to write the test at a time arranged by the teacher. Every effort will be made to accommodate you but please be aware that tests are time-sensitive. Be prepared to write the test on the day you come back.

	You will not receive marks for an experiment that you have not performed. In the case of an absence, arrangements must be made to make up the experiment as soon as possible.
